person(s). Prior to using fire district 

facilities, the Board of Fire 

Commissioners may require 

authorized group(s) or person(s) to 

sign the facilities use agreement 

provided by the District.

Use of Fire District Facilities Agreement 

 

 

Meeting rooms at District 2 may be scheduled for use, including regularly recurring meetings such as 

monthly meetings of clubs and associations, consistent with the specific function of each facility and not 

disruptive to normal District operations and activities. Generally, the restrooms at District 2 public 

facilities shall remain open and available to the public, but other rooms, except those specifically set 

forth herein are generally not available for public access.   

 

Prior to the event for which the facilities have been reserved, the user group must sign this facilities use 

agreement.  The person signing the agreement will be designated as the supervisor who will be in direct 

charge of group activities and serve as the responsible person. 

 

The following regulations apply to use of all District 2 facilities: 

 

A. All functions conducted in District facilities shall be in accordance with District 2 

policies and standards and shall not violate the laws of the State of Washington and/or 

any city, county or federal ordinances or regulations. 

 

B. The maximum number of people permitted in any fire District facility shall be restricted 

to the posted occupancy limits. 

 

C. Smoking is prohibited in all fire District 2 facilities. 

 

D. Alcoholic beverages are prohibited in or on all District 2 property. 

 

E. Political lobbying, campaigning, and/or other type of political use are prohibited in or on 

all District 2 property. 

 

F. Meetings or classes shall begin and end, including cleanup, at times that are acceptable 

to District 2 so as not to be disruptive to normal District operations and activities 

 

G. User groups may use tables and chairs belonging to District 2 and located in the meeting 

room being used. Televisions, VCRs, overhead projectors, easels, etc. may be requested 

at the time of scheduling.  Use of these items will be considered on a case-by-case basis.   

 

H. Coffee, tea and other refreshments are not provided by the District and shall be the 

responsibility of the scheduling group. 

 

I. Users should come prepared with the necessary copies, transparencies and office 

supplies such as papers and pens, that instructors or attendees may need, as the District is 

unable to provide such items at public expense. 

 

J. Prior to leaving, every attempt should be made to restore the facility to its original 

condition.  (i.e. - returning all tables and chairs to their original position, cleaning up any 

spills and/or debris, erasing all white boards and turning off all lights.   

 

K. The user group shall be responsible for any building damage, lost or misplaced 

equipment and any other losses deemed to be the responsibility of the user group.   
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L. No tape, pushpins and/or tacks of any kind may be used on walls, white boards, 

windows, or doors.   

 

M. No activity shall interfere with any other activity taking place in the same building. 

Consideration must be given to those who work in the facilities, especially with regard to 

noise levels.  User groups shall remind participants when leaving meeting rooms to be 

considerate of other users of the facilities, including District 2 staff. 

 

N. By way of this Agreement, the user group, on its own behalf and on behalf of its 

successors in interest and assigns, in consideration for being permitted to use any part of 

District 2 facilities, hereby agrees to indemnify, defend (at the Districtôs option) and hold 

harmless the District, its officers, employees, agents and members, jointly and severally, 

from and against any and all claims, demands of any kind or nature arising out of or in 

connection with the user groupôs or user groupôs agentsô, membersô or participantsô use 

of District 2 facilities. 

 

 

Approval :  On behalf of the user group, the undersigned agrees to be the user group supervisor and 

agrees to ensure that the user group and all of its members, agents and participants comply with all of the 

regulations contained in this agreement.
